really a one-to-one match. Divorce is a legal peodeg
that dissolves the bonds recognized under civislaw

On the other hand, annulment is a short-hand ferm
the process under Canon Law by which a relationghip
examined to see if it meets the requirements uGason
Law to be a valid, sacramental marriage. In otherds,
the civil divorce creates a separation, while theudment
process seeks to discover if a true union actuedlgted
in the first place.

A Catholic who divorces doesot cause himself to be
separated from the sacramental life of the Chugctier-
ing into a new marriage without a declaration oflityu
does separate them. A declaration of nullity enables a
Catholic to try again to enter into a valid sacratakmar-
riage.

The Code of Canon Law of the Catholic Churchreei
marriage in canon 1055, 81: “The matrimonial covena
by which a man and a woman establish between them-
selves a partnership of the whole of life, is byuna or-
dered toward the good of the spouses and the @tomne
